                                          - some examples from real life-
Has the finnish government any intention to start investigating the negligence of finnish Interior Minister Anne Holmlund and Chief Superintendant of Police, Mikko Paatero? Both allow quarries and crushing plants constantly break laws concerning explosives, such as 2005/390 and government regulations, such as 1999/59.
Companies are sold explosives against law. These companies break laws concerning usage and stocking of explosives. Subject to license is written in the law, but it is constantly omitted. So is the obligation to declare. Time and time again. 
TUKES, Safety Technology Authority in Finland, grants permissions to widescale use and stocking of explosives. Regulations of the "Obligation to declare" and "Subject to license" are clearly defined in law "About handling of dangerous chemicals and explosives (390/2005)".
 

Aforementioned law and "Regulation for the handling of dangerous industrial chemicals and their safe storage 59/1999" are based on SESEVO II-directive (EU/105/2003) concerning catastrophes and the prevention of catastrophes. Finland has agreed to honour this.
 

There are numerous cases all around Finland where quarries and crushing plants illegally have been allowed to start operating, without any consideration for protective range from communities and other safety factors. 
 

Interior Minister Anne Holmlund, Ministry of Internal Affairs, chief superintendant of the police Mikko Paatero and TUKES, Safety Technology Authority, allow illegal, unsafe use and storage of explosives.
 

In her hometown Pori (internationally known from Pori Jazz Happening), Anne Holmlund allows illegalities of Lemminkäinen Construction Company to continue.
From the decision of town Pori (licences needed  when environmental considerations are to be heeded): "Explosives are used approximately 55 tons per year (max. being 77 tons per year). A licence for storaging the explosives is to be had from TUKES if needed, and the warehouses must be designed and constructed as the law demands"
Here it is said, HOW MUCH explosives are used. It does not state, that the use and storaging of explosives are a business where licences are needed, demanded by law, and that with licences there comes also obligations. One can not just use explosives, as one wishes.

 

Another example is from Tyrnävä quarry. No applications for licences have been made. It would not be possible to have them. Tyrnävä quarry is located next to habitation. 
According to entrepreneurs announcements, 1000 kg of explosives at a time/at one go are used. Because of the explosions, houses have been damaged. A stone weighing 30 kg landed next to a habitant. The police-chief of town Oulu looks the other way, doing nothing. 
Criminal activities in Tyrnävä quarry continue.
 

Third example is from Friisilä. It happened a few years ago. Many persons were injured severely and houses were destroyed completely. Records of the inquiry claim explosives were used only 5 kilos per explosion. One may believe that or not. 
In Friisilä it is also a question of the negligence of the police and TUKES to supervise.
Friisilä-catastrophe coul not have happened if the authorities had not neglected to perform their duty, if they had enforced the law of how the explosives are to be handled.
 

The inquiry after the catastrophe was executed by officials, who were also the subject of the inquiry.
TUKES and Ministry of Internal Affairs do not care to act according to law. 
When an accident bringing immense amounts of misery happens, suddenly they know how to interpret law: a piece from the inquiry-report of one accident, page 40; http://www.onnettomuustutkinta.fi/uploads/itrcn89ov5.pdf (also in english and swedish). 
The accident happened in 2006.

 

2.5.1  Law concerning the safe handling of dangerous chemicals and explosives (390/2005)
 

The purpose of this law is to prevent and avert the dangers to persons, environment and property that handling, storageing and use of explosives can cause. This law is applied to demands concerning the safety of explosives and chemicals, their use, transport, possession, storage and safe-keeping.

Common Principles of Safety (Chapter 2), Regulation for explosives (473/1993) 76§ 
states that an entrepreneur informs the police of all explosive works on agenda, except very minor ones that need only small amounts of explosives.
but ignoring completely

Trade and Industrial Ministry; a regulation concerning explosives (130/1980)
 

This regulation demands, that explosives are stored safely in construction sites and other temporary storageing places built according to standards SFS 4397 or SFS 4398 or other types of storageing places built according to standards set by TUKES.
The regulation also states that the temporary storageing places for explosives are to be situated in the construction site as is regulated in 410/1986 of protective ranges.
 

Of supervising quarries and crushing plants
"The law (390/2005) concerning of the safe handling of dangerous chemicals and explosives" and regulations related to it, are supervised by TUKES, police and Rescue Authorities. TUKES supervises the temporary storageing of explosives in construction sites by giving licences for storageing of explosives and by making inspections.  

One can only wait in horror, when a really terrible catastrophe is going to happen. A catastrophe where thousands of kilos of explosives explode in an open area. The damages are already colossal because of the huge amounts of explosives used. Houses are irreparably damaged, lives are endangered daily because of the pressure waves and flying stones.
The police is not investigating, because they themselves are involved in illegalities or Ministry of Internal Affairs stops them from investigating.

There are pictures of a one site, where environment was destroyed with the help of police turning a blind eye. The lying continues, day after day.

I was a police officer for 35 years, of which I worked 15 years as a criminal investigator. My status of rank was sergeant. I saw the misconduct, negligence and tampering with data my senior officers practised. In environmental crimes, in negligence of supervising the laws concerning explosives. I saw it. I know it.
 

I´ve filed complaints, I´ve stated in my complaints to Ministry of Internal Affairs that I deeply, as a police officer and a human being, feel ashamed of the way my senior officers are endangering lives of those whom they have given an oath to protect and serve, by their negligence, tampering with data and their outright lies.
